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[All of the characters except for the Assistant Producer (AP) begin 



on an otherwise empty stage.  At the start, they are all immersed 



in various yoga and meditation poses.  AP then enters, at which 



point they gather around him in response to his initial dialogue.]






AP 

Welcome and congrats to all of you, as our first contestants on the reality show Camp Kundalini, the show where you survive by making it to the next chakra enlightenment level.  Before we start filming, I just want to confirm everyone's chakra challenge and review some logistics.  So going from bottom to top - Jon - 






JON

Yes.  Over here - 






AP

You are stuck at the base chakra enlightenment level of simple being, and trying to get to the second chakra level of sensuality, right?






JON

That's right.  I mean I've got no life at this point.  I'm depressed, don’t have a job, can't get a date - and really don't do much beyond basic bodily functions, like peeing and - 






AP

You don't need to go on.  Save it for the cameras.  This is just a sort of roll call.






JON

Right.  Sorry.






AP

And Susan?






SUSAN

Here.






AP

You are a sexaholic stuck in at the sensual chakra level, true?






SUSAN

Well, I don't know if I'd say "sexaholic," but yes - it is all I think about.






AP

So you're challenge is to get to the third, belly chakra level, where you can begin to engage more fully in trying to shape the rest of the world, seeking power and so forth.






SUSAN

You're sweet. 






AP

What?






SUSAN

Forget about it.  I'll tell you when we have some time alone.






AP

Moving right along, Walter -






WALTER

Don't you worry about me.  I've got the whole situation under control.  You don't even know the half of it.






AP

Meaning you are our power-hungry contestant, trying to move beyond the self-obsessed drive for acquisition and power to the more selfless connection to love at the heart chakra level.






WALTER

Hey - don't kid yourself.  It's good to be the king, my friend.






AP

Just so long as you understand you'll need to give up that world view if you want to survive to the next week at Camp Kundalini.






WALTER

We'll see about that.






AP

Janice - 






JANICE

Over here!






AP

You're settled at the heart chakra, in perfect harmony - interesting, with your pet hamster? 






JANICE

We have a soundless, pure union - really.






AP

I see.  So you're challenge at Camp Kundalini is to go beyond love to expression, at the throat chakra where you can speak truth with unerring integrity and - 

JANICE

I'm gay!






AP

What?






JANICE

I said I'm gay.  As a blade.






AP

What are you talking about?






JANICE

I'm talking about finally speaking the truth.  And boy does it feel good to get that off my chest!






AP

Well dear, it's not time to try to move up yet - we haven't even started rolling film.






CAROL

So will that even count as progress towards her next level?






JANICE

How dare you!  That's the most sincere confession I've ever made!






AP




[to CAROL]

Who are you?






CAROL

Carol - sixth chakra.  Perfect vision of God, trying to get to the perfect silence of impermanence and unity with the ultimate oneness.






AP

I'm not up to you yet.






JANICE




[to CAROL]

You're just jealous that I'm already so far along the path to my next level.






CAROL

Give me a break.  How could I be jealous of someone who's at such a less advanced stage?

AP

People, people.  Please.  It's good to see the competitive spirit, but it's very expensive to keep the crew sitting here on the sidelines, so if we can just get through the preliminaries.  






CAROL

Sorry.






AP




[to ROY]

So you must be Roy.






ROY

I am.  I mean, of course you know, I'm not really anyone.  So I wouldn't be expressing the truth if I claimed to honestly be Roy.  But for your provisional purposes, that is what you can and should call me.






AP

And you're chakra challenge is to move from the chatting chakra up to mind chakra, where you can finally lock in with the power of "om."






ROY

I would like nothing more.  






AP




[to CAROL]

And we now know who you are too.  So, on to a refresher on the rules.  It's actually quite simple.  You will each be working away each week - meditating, doing yoga and trying to perform right actions in the world of the camp that align with and advance your chakra level.  We'll be filming you as you progress or don't progress.  We'll mix in some competitions along the way - self levitation, drying a wet blanket wrapped around your body while sitting in a hot sauna, holding a headstand for twelve hours - that sort of thing.  And then at the end of each week, you'll all get together and vote out of the camp whoever hasn't made it to the next chakra level - unless they've amassed enough points from the competitions to be exempt from the voting.   The one who hangs on the longest at Camp Kundalini wins a dinner with the Dalai Lama and a week at Canyon Ranch.  Any questions?






JON

It doesn't seem fair that some of us - like me - have really measurable challenges - I mean, you'll know if I ever get laid - whereas we'll have no idea if someone like her




[pointing to CAROL] 

- moves from a perfect vision of God to the cleansing purity of silence.

CAROL

If you weren't such a spiritual neanderthal, you'd know perfectly well.  Not to mention that you're getting "laid" has nothing to do with making it to the sensual chakra level.






ROY

Although I'd really like that trip to Canyon Ranch, I have to be honest - I think Jon is right. 






JANICE

I don't see why we need to divide up men against women.






WALTER

That's not a very credible point coming from a now-self confessed lesbian.  Anyway, those of us who know how to play the game will make alliances based on efficacy, not gender.  But to win a game, I need to know the rules - so what is the answer to Jon's question? 






AP

I'll be honest.  The structure for the show isn't as clean as a Survivor or one of the bachelorette shows.  But we promised the Yoga Channel we'd have something in the can for them in time for the fall.  So if you want to be a part of it, you'll just have to do the best you can when it comes time to vote people out of the camp.






SUSAN

All this talk is making me horny.  Can't we just get to the sex part of the show?






AP

Oddly enough, that's actually a helpful suggestion.  Since we need to get to bunkmates. 






CAROL

Well I can tell you one thing.  I'm not sleeping with her.




[pointing to JANICE]

It's hard enough to stay focused on a vision of true godliness, let alone move to the detachment of pure silence with a just out-of-the-closet lesbian ogling me all the time.






JANICE

That's not fair!  I'm just speaking truth.  




[Pointing to SUSAN]  

She's the one who's sex crazed.  






SUSAN

I cannot tell a lie.  






ROY

Of course you can.  You'd probably lie about anything just to get some action.






SUSAN

Whatever.  I just want him




[pointing to WALTER]

- for my roommate.  I'm sure you can show me a thing or two about power.






WALTER

That's very kind of you, but sitting in a cabin making whoopie all day won't put me in a good position to take control of the camp - let alone to squeeze in a little time for achieving true love.  






SUSAN

You want love?  I've got lots of that.






AP

Enough!  I'll just go ahead and assign bunkmates.  To start, why don't we have Roy room with Janice - 






ROY

Sorry to interrupt, but I have to be honest, and I don't think I can handle a week with a hamster.  






JANICE

But I didn't bring Harry with me.  






ROY

Even so.  Think of all the hamster hair on you, and your clothes - 




[He shudders]






AP

Fine.  Then Roy, how about you and Walter.






WALTER

Here I've got to draw a line.  That guy's a sanctimonious bullshitter - and won't be of any help to me in either securing control of this event or getting to my next level.  Frankly, I think I deserve a room to myself.




[to JON]

You know what they say, if you don't ask, you don't get.






AP




[towards WALTER, JANICE and ROY]

I'll come back to the three of you.  Let's just lock in a few pairs here, like Jon with Carol - 






CAROL

Whoa, whoa, whoa.  I thought I told you I don't want any sex seekers screwing with my concentration!






JON

I promise I'll be gentle.  Hell I don't even know what to do, so what's to worry about?






AP

[to CAROL]

Haven't you ever thought that helping a guy like Jon to the next level might be exactly what's needed for you to achieve a higher plane of selflessness?






CAROL

You're kidding right?  Not only does that make no sense, it's downright offensive.  






AP

Take it easy!  I'm just trying to do my job here.






CAROL

Well maybe you're not equipped to do the job.  What chakra level are you at anyway?






AP

I don't have to tell you that.






CAROL

Which tells us everything we need to know.






ROY

That's true.






AP

Oh you all think you're so smart?  Then fine!  You go ahead and assistant produce this cosmic disaster of a show.  I'm out of here.  Even fetching coffee on the set of the eighteenth Celebrity Mole beats this karmic catastrophe!




[AP exits in a huff]  






SUSAN

So now what are we supposed to do?  I was really looking forward to that week at Canyon Ranch!






WALTER

Who's to say you would have won?






SUSAN

Are you kidding me?  How difficult can it be to self-service for a spell and shift my attention to some twisted Adlerian quest for power?  You think what you do is so special?

JANICE

I think you're missing the point about moving past the sensual.  You need to achieve a real change in your conscious focus, not just a different means for achieving your sensual pleasure.






ROY

That is true.






WALTER

Will you stop with that?






ROY

How about you stopping trying to control me?






WALTER

Because that's what I do, you idiot!






ROY

But the whole reason you're at Camp Kundalini is to move past that selfish controlling instinct to the green pastures of selfless love!






WALTER

You have no idea why I'm here.  Which makes your truthtelling as much of a fraud as you are.






JON

Should we ask one of the crew over there for some help?






CAROL

You all are beyond help.  I don't even know how I got talked into participating in this charade.  But better to cut my losses sooner rather than later.  I'm leaving.






JON

Can you believe she just gave up?




[CAROL exits.]






JANICE

Well actually, I think I’m going too.  I mean, I've already achieved what I came for.  But good luck to all of you.




[JANICE exits.]






JON

So what do we do now?






WALTER

You'll have to figure that out for yourselves.  






ROY

You're bailing too?






WALTER

No disrespect intended, but there's not alot of challenge left in dominating a motley crew of three losers.  But hey – look at the bright side - this will increase the odds for the rest of you.




[WALTER exits.]






SUSAN




[walking out after him]

Hey - wait for me!  You can dominate me as much as you'd like!  Really!






ROY




[after looking at JON for a moment]

I've got to be honest with you - people like you scare me.  Bye!




[He runs off stage.]




[JON is left alone for a moment, until the AP returns]






AP




[talking before noticing what's happend]

I'm sorry I lost my patience.  We all have our challenges to bear but - hey - where did everyone go?






JON

They all left.  






AP

Gone?  Not coming back?






JON

I think that's right.  






AP

Shit!  The producer's going to kill me!!  Do you know how long it took to get together a cast for this crazy show??






JON

Does this mean I finally won something?






AP

This means we're both screwed.






JON

So that's sort of like moving to the sensual level, isn't it?






AP

You really are hopeless.

[AP begins to exit]






JON


[following him offstage]

Can I at least get the week at Canyon Ranch?  Please?  
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
