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[Add intro language]






VIRASANA

You heard what she said – one more slip up or mistake and we’re out of here!  No more Delta Tau Delta!  We’ve got to do something this time.  I think she knows about the séance.   






GARUDASANA

You just need to re-center.






VIRASANA

Re-center?  What kind of answer is that?  In case you didn't hear it the first time, we're on double secret probation.  Double!






GARUDASANA

So we burned a little too much incense.  And missed a few too many classes while meditating.  Where's the cosmic harm in that?






VIRASANA

Well I'm glad it all seems so simple to you.  But one more strike and we're out.  Doesn't that mean anything to you?






GARUDASANA

You’re right.






TADASANA

He’s right.






GARUDASANA 

You know what we’ve got to do?  Yoga party.






VIRASANA

But we’re on double secret probation!  We can’t afford to have a yoga party!






GARUDASANA

Tadasan – you up for a yoga party?






TADASANA

Yoga!  Yoga!






GARUDASANA

I think he like’s the idea.






VIRASANA

Oh Garudasan, don’t do this to me.






GARUDASANA

I got news for you pal.  They’re going to screw our spirituality whatever we do – so we may as well taste a little nirvana along the way.






TADASANA

Yoga, yoga, yoga, yoga –



[GARUDASANA and VIRASANA join in, with all three shouting 



it out and jumping up and down] 






VIRASANA



[jumping in with his first instruction]

O.k. - Vrksana - Tree pose!



[They all enthusiastically span into tree pose.]






VIRASANA

Virabhadrasana - Warrior Two pose!



[They shift into Warrior Two pose.]






VIRASANA

Downward Facing Dog!



[They shift into Downward Facing Dog, with TADASANA throwing in an 

enthusiastic "whoo hoo!"]






VIRASANA

Urdvha Mukha Svasana - Upward Facing Dog!



[They shift into Upward Facing Dog, at which point BLUTO and OTTER 


enter.  They are in their early sixties, with big bellies, wearing fraternity 


sweatshirts and holding beers.  At first they aren't noticed by VIRASANA, 

TADASANA and GARUDASANA, as they stare quizzically on.]






VIRASANA

Uttanasana - Chair Pose!




[VIRASANA, TADASANA and GARUDASANA shift into Chair 



Pose.]






OTTER

Excuse me - but we're looking for the Delta house.  Do you know where it moved?  






VIRASANA

This is the Delta house.



[to TADASANA and GARUDASANA]

Eagle!



[VIRASANA, TADASANA and GARUDASANA shift into Eagle pose.]






OTTER

Are there any brothers around?






GARUDASANA

We are the brothers!






VIRASANA

Virahabhadrasan - Warrior One!



[VIRASANA, GARUDASANA and TADASANA shift into Warrior 


One.]






BLUTO

Then what the hell are you doing?!






OTTER

Yea - is this some sort of joke?!






VIRASANA

Mountain pose, prayer position!



[VIRASANA, TADASANA and GARUDASANA assume Mountain 


pose, with their hands in front of their hearts in prayer position.]






GARUDASANA

No joke.






TADASANA

It's yoga.






VIRASANA

We just found out we're on double secret probation.






OTTER

Well that sounds more like it!






GARUDASANA

And so we had to come up with something to do.






OTTER

And?






TADASANA

So I started into chanting "yoga, yoga, yoga," 






VIRASANA

And here we are!  Now do you get it?






BLUTO

But it's not yoga, yoga!  It's toga, toga, toga - 



[BLUTO and OTTER start jumping around chanting "toga, toga, toga" - 


spilling their beers and getting increasingly excited.  VIRASANA, 



TADASANA and GARUDASANA look on showing no sign of 



recognition, which BLUTO and OTTER eventually pick up on.]






OTTER

We're sounding the call for a toga party!






BLUTO

That's what Deltas do when trouble is on the horizon - toga, not yoga!






GARUDASANA

Toga?  But that's so - Greek.






VIRASANA

And the Greeks had really bad karma.






TADASANAs

Owning slaves and all.






GARUDASANA

Not to mention they stole all of their good ideas from the Indians anyway!






VIRASANA

So we really wouldn't be comfortable with a toga party.






BLUTO

What are you talking about?!  Karma?  Ideas?!






OTTER

Let me come at it from a different direction.  You guys do like girls, don't you?






VIRASANA

Sure.






GARUDASANA

We're the straight Dharma house.  






TADASANA

But if you're looking for the split-off that has more sexual orientation diversity, it's just down frat row.






BLUTO



[getting in TADASANA's face]

What are you trying to say?!






VIRASANA

We were just answering your question - about girls.






OTTER



[pulling BLUTO back]

Of course.  But so, don't you guys know that the girls love toga parties?






GARUDASANA

Is that right?






TADASANA

Can't say I've ever seen that.






VIRASANA

But I'll tell you one thing - chicks definitely dig yoga guys.






BLUTO

But you guys look like frickin' fruitcakes!






OTTER

I have to agree with Bluto.



[We hear a woman's voice offstage calling "Hey - Virasana!"]






VIRASANA

Perfect timing - watch this - 



[VIRASANA, GARUDASANA and TADASANA look at each other and 


then all go into Downward Facing Dog.  We then hear the woman 



excitedly say "Look - the Deltas are getting reading for a hot yoga party!  


You guys rock!"]






VIRASANA

See what we mean?






GARUDASANA

Works every time.






TADASANA

And we haven't even gotten to the serious inversions.



[OTTER and BLUTO look at each other, not sure of what to believe.  


Then we hear the woman's voice offstage again - "C'mon guys - show us 


another one!"]



[VIRASANA, GARUDASANA and TADASANA go into Airplane pose.]






OTTER

Well I suppose times do change.






BLUTO

And a little stretching couldn't hurt too much, right?  



[They both awkwardly try to join in on the Airplane pose.]






GARUDASANA

There ya go!






VIRASANA

That's the Delta spirit!  Now, Warrior 3!



[VIRASANA, TADASANA and GARUDASANA go into the pose, with 


BLUTO and OTTER trying to follow along.]






VIRASANA

Triangle!



[Same]






BLUTO



[stripping down to spandex under his outfit]

Ah hell – in for a penny…



[Optional:  Excerpt from the song "Shout" can be played in the 



background during the final few lines of dialogue.]
